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The Year In Review

From October 2007 through September 2008 we provided services to 65 wom-
en and 13 children. All of the women and children received bio, psycho and social
assessments to better understand their needs and our ability to meet them. We are
happy to report that of the 35 women, who stayed 60 or more days, 28 received
certificates of completion for drug and alcohol classes and all 35 completed parent-
ing classes, financial education and money managment workshops. In addition, we
had 10 women enroll in school 3 of whom have completed their GED requirements
and a total of 17 women found employment. For the 30 women who stayed less than
60 days we provided them with emergency shelter and support services that would
be continued at their next place of residence. All 13 children received appropri-
ate services, daily nurturing from the loving environment and support at our Sweet
Dreams home where all children can have sweet dreams at night. During this period
48 homeless women found permanent housing as a direct result of our transitional
housing program and case-management services. Our success can be directly attrib-
uted to our using evidence based, gender responsive programming and evaluations.
We believe if you provide women and children with the best practice services they
will require less intervention and develop faster into healthy families.

Looking Forward

Time for Change Foundation received its certification from the State of Cali-
fornia Office of Alcohol and Drug Services and we are excited to be able to provide
immediate access to this critical mental health service. Our goal is to assist women
with their underlying issues such as child molestation, sexual assault, domestic vio-
lence and their need for family counseling regardless of their ability to pay. This is a
natural progression for Time for Change Foundation as we continue to provide ser-
vices that reflect an understanding in the realities of our women’s circumstances and
that addresses and responds to their strengths and challenges.

None of this would be possible without the financial support of agencies and
people like you who are willing to make an investment into the health and well-be-
ing of homeless women and their children.

As a result of the economic downturns and financial chaos that our society is
experiencing many of the donations have disappeared and it has been increasingly
difficult and competitive to access resources, so it is my sincerest desire and request
that you will continue to make Time for Change Foundation a priority in your chari-
table giving.
